SCRAPBOOKS

PASF Chapters are encouraged to participate in the Scrapbook competition.  Scrapbooks are intended to be the history and documentation of a PASF Chapter's activities for the year.  A scrapbook should contain photographs, articles, and other evidence of the club's activities.  In addition, the scrapbook should:

relate to and meet the needs of the individual school and PASF chapter

note the theme for 2011-2012 which is

La América Central: Puente de las Américas
begin with the 2011 Convention and conclude with 2012 pre-convention

activities

Scrapbooks are to be taken to the annual PASF Convention where they will be judged.  Scrapbooks will be judged on content/activities, organization, creativity, and following directions.  Although creativity/originality, neatness, and overall appearance are part of the judging criteria, individual chapters are reminded that their major focus should be primarily the history and documentation of their activities.  See the Scrapbook Rules and Regulations, Organization of Scrapbooks, and Scrapbook Evaluation Form for scoring information.  Trophies are presented to those Chapters placing Superior; ribbons to those Chapters placing First, Second, Third and Honorable Mention. 

Scrapbooks will be on display after the business meeting.  Chapter sponsors should appoint someone to pick up their scrapbook after the display.  PASF is not responsible for scrapbooks left at the Convention. 

This year PASF Chapters are being asked to fill out and send in the Intent to Enter Scrapbook form by Friday, January 13, 2012, which shows their intent to submit a scrapbook at Convention.

Also, any sponsor who would like to judge scrapbooks must provide a judge to help judge the scrapbooks.  Sponsors/Chaperones will not judge their own school's entry.

SCRAPBOOK RULES AND REGULATIONS

1. SIZE:


Minimum size: 11” x 14”



Maximum size: 22” x 28”

2. Use of glass is strictly prohibited.

3. Full size divider pages with section titles on them must be included.  All sections should be specific and clearly labeled.  Organization of scrapbooks should follow the following Organization Of Scrapbooks and the PASF Scrapbook Evaluation Form.  Failing to do so makes judging the scrapbooks difficult and will result in a lower score.

4. Store-bought, ready-made covers may be used ONLY if they are altered through art work or applied items such as decorative handmade covers and/or appliques.  Use of store-bought, ready-made covers without alteration will result in lower score.

5. Wooden scrapbook covers must be well sanded and free of splinters.  If metal screws, nuts, and bolts are used, please make sure they fit well and cannot catch on anything. 

6. Scrapbooks must be in one piece and easy to open.  Scrapbooks that are kept in a protective covering such as a box or carrying case must have the covering removed when it is left in the judging room.  The protective covering may not be left in the judging room.  Doing so will result in a lower score.  Although many carrying cases are hand-made and very beautiful, PASF is limited on the amount of space we can use.

7. A letter from the chapter sponsor stating that all work on the scrapbook was performed by the student themselves without professional assistance must be included in the scrapbook.

8. Numbering, titles, and sections will be done by hand or computer.  Hand stenciling is permitted, but use of commercial, store-bought letters will in a lower score.  Examples of minutes, rosters, sign-up lists, membership lists, etc., can be done on a computer.

9. Use of store-bought embellishments such as stick on letters, stickers, ready made corners, or pictures cut from another source will result in a lower score.  Any raw materials that can be used creatively such as construction paper, glitter, trim, etc., may be utilized.  Posters and/or items that are examples of a specific project are not considered store-bought embellishments if they are

explained on the pages where they are used.

ORGANIZATION OF SCRAPBOOKS

Scrapbooks should be organized in the following order.  All pages should be clearly marked, labeled, and fully explained so that the judges can easily recognize the sections and different projects.

*denotes the beginning of a new section which requires a divider page with a title on it
