RUDOLYO YA
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Museo de Antropologia

Many great cities around the world house their own museum, but none can
match the museum found in Mexico D.F. As you step in the entrance of this
grand museum, an immense statue of the rain god Tlaloc greets the many
tourists and students who come to learn about Mexican history. As the story
goes, the movement of the statue to the museum from its original home in
the east of the city was accompanied by furious downpours in the midst of a
drought. Coming into the entrance hall, a shop selling postcards, souvenirs,
and books conveniently allows visitors to take home a small part of history.
Continuing into the museum, a small circular space with temporary exhibi-
tions, usually devoted to the latest developments in archeology very interest-

ing.

In the elaborate museum, eleven halls exhibit the various archaeological find-
ings from the different American cultures in the Mesoamerican region. Rang-
ing from the prehistoric until the Mexicas period, the greatest of the civiliza-
tions include the Golfo, Teotihuacan, Maya and Tolteca.

Opened in 1964 by President Adolfo Lopez Mateos, the museum contains
many significant exhibits such as the Stone of the Sun, giant stone heads of
the Olmec civilization that were found in the jungles of Tabasco and Veracruz,
vast priceless treasures recovered from the Maya civilization, the Sacred
Cenote at Chichen Itza, a replica of the sarcophagal lid from Pacal's tomb,
displays of contemporary rural Mexican life and the 16th-century Aztec statue
of Xochipilli, the God of art. Also containing a model of the location and layout
of the former Aztec capital Tenochtitlan, the site of is now occupied by the
central area of modern-day Mexico City. The museum also hosts visiting ex-
hibits that focus on other great cultures such as ancient Iran, Greece, China,
Egypt, and Spain civilizations.

Although all of the exhibits are outstanding, the Aztec and Maya exhibits are
the must-see of the entire museum. Displaying many various items of inter-
ests of the once powerful civilizations, pottery, textiles, agricultural tools, and
other relics, a walk through these halls provides a glimpse of civilizations that
used to flourish in trade and knowledge.

When | took a step into this museum, it was like taking a step back into his-
tory. Being able to see these artifacts in person was amazing because | was
able to imagine myself living in one of these civilizations without the internet
and without cell phones. Personally, my favorite exhibit was the Maya be-
cause the Mayan was one of the greatest civilizations to ever exist and was
also one of the largest exhibits in the museum. It is really one of the best of its
kind and a must if you happen to be in Mexico City. Although we were there
for about 4 hours, we had barely begun to scratch the surface of these excit-
ing glimpses into the past. If given the chance, | would definitely go back to
this place and take another look at its wonders.
